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Pastor’s Column November 15-16, 2014
Use It or Lose It!

Have you ever heard the phrase “use it or lose it”? It means that if you don’t continue to practice or
use an ability, you might lose that ability. The saying was originally used by physical trainers with respect to
building up muscle mass. If a person fails to exercise his or her physical body, he or she will likely lose
strength, endurance and stamina. Similarly, if a person does not practice a new skill such as playing a
musical instrument or speaking a foreign language, he or she may forget or lose that skill. More recently this
phrase has been used in connection with our mental abilities and a concept called brain plasticity. At one
time it was thought that any brain function lost was irretrievable. Today, research into what's referred to as
"brain plasticity" has proven that this is not the case. On the contrary, we now know that the brain continues
to make new neurons throughout life in response to mental activity. The brain changes physically, function-
ally, and chemically, as you acquire an ability or as you improve an ability. Actually what it is doing is
changing the local wiring, changing the details of how it's connected. As you acquire an ability —
for example, the ability to read — you actually create a system in the brain that does not exist, or that's not in
place, in the non-reader. The ability actually evolves in the brain. Our brain is designed and constructed to
be stimulated and challenged, and to carefully examine, resolve and interpret our environment.

In the parable of the talents that we hear in this weekend’s Gospel, Jesus applies this “use it or lose
it” concept to the grace and gifts we receive from God. The main message of this parable is the need to
respond to God’s grace by making a genuine effort throughout our life to use the unique talents and abilities
he gives to each one of us for his greater glory and the common good. All the gifts of nature and grace
which God has given us are meant to yield a profit. They are not given to us to be selfishly horded or lazily
and carelessly neglected. It does not matter how many gifts we have received; what matters is our generosity
in putting them to good use. It does not matter what talent we have been given; what matters is how we use
it. God never demands from us abilities which we have not got; but he does demand that we should use to
the full the abilities which we do possess. We may not all be equal in talent, but we can and should be equal
in effort. This parable tells us that whatever talent we have, little or great, we must lay it at the service of
God and our neighbor. So let’s not be like the wicked, lazy servant who buried his talent in the ground, but
instead be like those good and faithful servants who put the talents their master gave them to use, so that we

too might one day be invited to come and share our Master’s joy. — Fr. Bob
